Cost for 
Transient dockage is $1.75/night and moorings are $40/night and $250/week.  Please 
call us about longer transient rates as well as seasonal dockage or mooring.

150’ plus with draft of up to 20’ 
 
What kind of Shore Power does PYS offer? 
 

We offer up to 100amp service at our largest slips.  We have 30amp and 50amp service 
available on all of our main runs.  Please inquire about additional availability in slips. 

 
Does PYS offer wireless Internet?   

 
Yes, for all our seasonal and transient slip and mooring customers at no additional 
charge.  You will need good antennae.   

  
Do we showers facilities available? 

 
Yes.  Stop in at the marina check in or the main office to pick up a key fob.  A $20.00 
deposit is required. 

 
Do we have a fuel dock? 

 
No.  There are two easily accessible fuel docks within the Fore River.  Our Dock Staff 
would be happy to direct you. 

 
Do we have a pump out station? 

 
Yes.  Check in with our dock staff at the marina check in, call us on VHF Ch. 9, or call us 
on the phone at (207) 774 1067 and we will come down to help with the pump out.  Cost 
is $5.00
